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In our post-modern age many divorce faith from reason and by doing so they not only make 
faith unverifiable but also unbelievable. Christianity is not just a matter of the heart; it's also 
a matter of the mind. If Christianity is true, its truth can be shown to be true. Contrary to 
popular opinion, Christianity is not a leap in the dark or a step into the unknown but an 
invitation to the light of the historical Christ. God does not bypass the mind on the way to 
the heart¾the mind must know if the heart is to believe. We are called not just to believe 
but to give good reasons why we should believe. We are rational creatures we are by nature 
rational therefore we must approach faith with reason. A religious commitment without 
discernment is as disastrous as discernment without commitment.
